« No sheaking out.

« Participants are not permitted to operate machinery on cam-
pus.

All incidents (such as accidents or unacceptable behavior) are
to be reported to the Director as soon as possible.

« No one is allowed fo leave campus without Director’s permis-
sion.

« No physical contact allowed between boys and girls. Failure to
obey this rule will result in punishment or expulsion.

« No foul or suggestive language will be permitted.
« No inappropriate gestures.

« No participant is to be out of his or her designated cabin .
Under NO circumstances are boys and girls to be in each
other's cabins.

« Campers who drive must turn in their keys for the duration of
the camp event.
